· The Board received a verbal presentation from Lloyed Hedenland representing Weist Law Firm regarding campaign funding for Fire suppression Benefit Assessment. The following is a summary of presentation:
· There is a five-step process which includes:
· Resolution of Intention-the adoption of the Fire Suppression Assessment resolution, services to be financed, sets the time and place for public hearing, and orders the preparation of the engineer’s report.
· Engineer’s Report- After the Board adopts the resolution, the engineers report is a study of proposed enhanced services, estimate costs, boundaries, and number of benefited parcels.
· Public Meeting- After Board is satisfied with engineer’s report, a public meeting is held. This is where the public can voice their concerns regarding nature, costs, and components of the assessment.
· Mailed Ballots- Prop 218 ballots are mailed to each property owner.  A notice is sent along with ballot to inform the resident of the public hearing where the assessment will be approved/rejected. 
· Public Hearing- At the public hearing, the ballots will be counted. If the majority vote is to approve assessment, then the district is formed.
· The Board received and reviewed the packet (see attached) for the Fire Suppression Benefit Assessment and tabled it to the next regular meeting.
